The workers have no written statement of faith; not for their own use, much less for the examination of others. Not only is there a lack of documentation, they also possess their own terminology.  Therefore, it is extremely difficult to figure out what is being said or implied. This difficulty is purposeful. Behind the seemingly humble appearance, the simplicity, the soft spoken words is a web of deceit waiting to entrap the trusting soul.  What they say and what they mean are two different things. Examine everything very carefully. Look up definitions of words.  Even when they quote scripture, look at scripture yourself and make certain that it has been explained correctly and literally and used in the proper context. It rarely is ever quoted or explained correctly or completely. The workers’ clichés and letters are their scripture. The Bible is just a stage prop. They read it but don’t study it or understand it.
Words Most Frequently Used By Workers:

Self-denial, death, denying self, suffering, bearing the cross, dying to the world, obedience, falling into the ground and dying, trials, tribulation, yielding, willingness, submission, labor, example, having the Spirit, sin, standards of the Kingdom, humility, persecution, affliction, meekness, toil, love, truth, obedience, carnal, fleshly, human nature.
They Mean:

Giving up a home, family, marriage, job, money, entertainment, jewelry, cosmetics, feminine hairstyles and clothing, dancing, certain careers, certain possessions, personal attractiveness, association with unprofessing relatives or friends.  These rules are the workers’ trademarks.
They Don’t Mean:

Forsaking real sin as listed in Romans 1 and elsewhere: failing to worship and glorify God, moral depravity, wickedness, evil, murder, strife, gossip, deceit, envy, shameful lust-pornography, malice, homosexuality, lies, adultery, fornication, alcoholism, drug abuse, child abuse, spouse abuse, dabbling with spiritualists, mediums, witchcraft, fortune tellers,  financial fraud, laziness,  self-righteousness, lust, pedophilia, selfishness, love of money, greed-gambling, pride, verbal cruelty, anger, hypocrisy, etc.
By redefining words in scripture, they ignore the real meaning of biblical terms. The workers are slaves to a religious system created by William Irvine, not Jesus.  Mind control is achieved through miscommunication and excommunication. The obedience they demand isn’t to scripture but to the workers’ extra-biblical rules for appearance, outward lifestyle and system for conducting meetings.
Biblically speaking, the word “flesh” refers to the tendency within each person to operate independently of God, and to live a self-centered lifestyle. Sin is immoral self-gratification.  God gave us natural things in life as blessings and responsibilities to steward and use to glorify Him.  He told people to marry and have children and families. He didn’t command people to live ascetic lives; quite the contrary.
Worker Quotations and Clichés:

Dellas Linaman at convention in Madrid, Spain, 2005 said, “…so we need to focus on death.  We need to learn how to die, to deny ourself. (sic) We need more living but before we can have that, we need more death and how can we know about life if we don’t know about death, for death goes with life and life goes with death… a dying ministry produces a dying church…Remember this, no death, no resurrection.  God does not want your life, it is carnal and is not going to last long.…life is getting rid of stuff and it is good to realize some things so that we can begin to pay some prices…. Paul said, I die daily and we need to die daily if we want to have His life, we need to take up our cross daily for if we don’t, we will not know anything of the power of the resurrection.  Jesus came to John to be baptized and before this John told the Israelites that there stands one among you whom you don’t know, and I don’t know him either, that’s why I’m baptizing.  Jesus came to him and said I require to be baptized by you, it is fitting for us to do this together to fulfill all righteousness.  John was the end of the Old Testament ministry and we better forget it and then John is the beginning of the New Testament ministry and we better concentrate on it.”

These statements reflect his biblical illiteracy, his grammatical illiteracy and his faulty thought process.  Notice his incorrect quotations from scripture. His premise is that salvation is the result of death to self:  die, die, die.

“It’s been such a privilege here to meet more of God’s people and hear their song of when the gospel came to them.  I’ve enjoyed the thought lately that, more importantly than having words or actions, all I need to do is labor to have His Spirit with me and be ‘an example of the believers, in conversation, in charity, in spirit, in faith, in purity.’  I Timothy 4:12” 
We want to hear you praise the day the workers walked into your lives.  You must work to have the Spirit. We are your examples.
I read 2 Corinthians 6 this a.m. after thinking of you early and especially noticed those words, “as deceivers and yet true.”  I pray you can believe we are true – not without fault - but true handmaidens sent by God.”
As deceivers yet true handmaidens, believe us.
“I’ve been making a study of the tongue.  There’s lots (sic) about it in the Bible but I’m thinking most about the positive things and also the ones I can speak of with some measure of understanding.  It’s one thing to have right words to say but a far greater matter to have the right to say it!  I wonder if that’s not why Paul quoted Isaiah 52:7 when writing in Romans 10 about the preacher’s feet! True, his own bodily presence was weak and they said his speech was contemptible but oh, his feet – his walk!  Beautiful.”
Ignore the fact that we don’t understand or teach the Bible. We have the right to tell you what to think and do because we have given up a home, a job and a family. My messages may not make sense but, just look at my walk; how I die to self daily. Beautiful!
“We’ve just returned from Las Vegas special meeting – it was so rich.  I heard some very strong messages to my own heart and just desire faithfulness and courage to apply them to my own heart.”
The most important message we heard was how much MORE I need to submit!   You need to submit.  We all need to submit.

I’m enjoying hymn 393 this a.m. and thinking of self in all its forms.  I’ve sensed a danger in my self lately – the danger of the spirit of the priest and Levite in Luke 10 who seemed to feel the man who fell among thieves deserved to be passed by.  Maybe they felt he knew better; so why did he let them rob him?  They may have felt like the people in Is. 58 – just glad they were not like those “sinners.”  But, oh, the beauty of the light breaking forth as morning – health, righteousness, the glory of the Lord – when we forget all the whys and wherefores and simply draw out, pour out our souls.”
I admit am thankful I am not a sinner like others…who deserve to be passed by. But I won’t think about that.  I will just think about the glory of obedience.
“I Corinthians 16:15 ‘I beseech you, brethren, ye know the house of Stephanas, that it is the firstfruits of Achaia, and that they have addicted themselves to the ministry of the saints.” Addiction begins with a taste and starts small.  Then, when full blown it controls all day long. (sic) It is the first thought of the day and consequently we want nothing else.  Mark 15:43 ‘Joseph of Arimathea, an honorable counselor, which waited for the kingdom of God, came and went boldly unto Pilate and craved the body of Jesus.’ ‘Boldly’ and ‘craved’ are marks in addiction. Mary Magdalene’s addiction took her to the cross, to the tomb and to His presence until the Lord spoke to her, herself.”
The friends should be addicted to the workers and the church in the homes: the body of Christ. Following their rules saves you.
“I appreciate friends who help me see and confront the spots and wrinkles; help bring the dross to the surface so it can be removed from the gold.  That ongoing process is the only way we can be made ready for His glorious appearing.  One thing I know for sure is that when the Spirit is teaching...  The manna always fell where the cloud and the pillar led.  Sometimes the roar of the lion has a paralyzing effect.  The lion may roar but it need not go past our ear if we are listening to the still small voice of Jesus, that great and powerful Comforter He promised to send to those dear disciples.” 
I hope you appreciate all I do to remove your sins. Those who criticize the workers are Satan roaring.  The workers have the Spirit and the manna.  They help the friends die to self.  
“Parable—a picture to the eye, a story to the ear and a lesson to the heart.” 
We tell you allegories, fables and stories to stir your emotions and guilt because we can’t understand or explain the Bible. 

“Showing a good spirit when others are wrong is mercy; showing a good spirit when we are wrong is honesty; showing a good spirit when we are right is humility; showing a good spirit when others are right is love.” 
It is imperative to show a good attitude towards the workers and the Way no matter what is said or done to you, your family, or friends.
“Procrastination: thief of time and also our salvation.” 
Don’t delay in obeying the workers.  Don’t delay in writing them a letter to encourage them with a financial contribution. 
“It is easy to deceive ourselves by telling self we don’t have to submit 100%.  It is not an option for us to decide how much of God’s will we are going to submit to.  When we give Him our all, he can bless our all.” 
100% submission to the workers’ rules is the only way to please God.

 “The western world has made Jesus an idol – something they can bow before, sing to, but not take instruction from.  Jesus never wanted to be an idol, he wants to be our master, king and lord.”
The “western world” (code word for Christians) worship Jesus as an idol. Jesus is not God. Salvation is the result of Christ’s sacrifice plus the workers’ sacrifice plus a person’s own sacrifice.  So why worship Jesus?  You just need to obey the workers.  Christians don’t obey the workers, therefore they are idolaters.
“Gospel is man’s submission and God’s provision.”  

The “gospel” is the workers and their Church in the home.  
“Sacrifice is a declaration of our life.”

 The workers’ sacrifice is the sacrifice you should notice.
“We treasure friends who have ears to hear, eyes to see, and hearts that yearn for the everlasting love born of the Spirit.”

We love people who watch, listen and obey the workers.
“Unless a corn of wheat falls into the ground and dies, it remains alone; but if it dies, it produces much fruit…”
Matthew 10:6, 9-10 and John 12:24-26 are the cornerstones of the workers clichés. They ignore the rest of the Bible. Their definition of “dying to self” is dying mentally, emotionally, sexually, dying to personal friendships and family, dying to talents, in short: death of the personality and mental shut down.
This is the reason it is so impossible to talk to workers and professing people.  They can’t hear you.  They are deaf and blind to the truth of scripture, to life, logical thought and to you. Their death to self is asceticism, not Christianity. Their suffering is not because of Jesus but because of William Irvine. They have no understanding of the believers’ death in Jesus. Their false doctrines cause self-disparagement, gloominess, phony happiness, depression, suppression, oppression, guilt, fear, suicidal tendencies, scriptural ignorance, illogical thought patterns, ignorance, obsessions, ugliness, pride. 
The workers don’t realize that the word “faith” means trusting in God, His Word and Son’s sacrifice. They think it means relying on God for financial provision.   The workers don’t understand “persecution.”  They think they are being persecuted when someone identifies their unbiblical beliefs.  Persecution is imprisonment, torture, murder or loss of income, job, family or home because of a religious belief. The workers think “bearing the cross” is trouble from God.  Instead, bearing the cross is involuntary suffering caused by following Jesus and sharing the Gospel. It is inflicted by Satan and unbelievers.
If we are living IN Christ, God’s will is our will – our obedience to His Word is the result of our salvation, not the means to obtain it. It doesn’t cost us anything. All that we are and have belongs to God. The workers’ self-denial doesn’t save anyone. Our self-denial doesn’t save us. Disobedience and procrastination do not steal our salvation. The Gospel is the good news that Jesus came to die to pay for our sins; in our place. It was not the ministry of Jesus Christ that saved us.  It was His death and resurrection that opened the Holy of Holies and Heaven. The tomb is empty. His work was finished on the cross.  Walking with Jesus should be the declaration of our life, our joy; not our death and sacrifice!  
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
