Ten Things the Workers Don’t Want You to Know

1. Hundreds of historical documents prove William Irvine was the true founder of the worker’s system in Enniskillen, Ireland, circa 1897-1898.
2.  William Irvine was a Mason for 10 years before he began preaching.  He remained a Mason for 50 years. The workers’ attitudes and beliefs resemble Masonic teaching more than Christian beliefs.
3.  The workers are not trained in the Bible and rarely agree on any topics except the two by two ministry and meetings in the home. The workers’ words have more authority than scripture: “The Bible is a dead book; Scripture isn’t the Living Word until spoken and lived by a worker.”
4. The workers are idolatrous.  Their God isn’t the Triune God of scripture.  “Jesus is not God.  The Holy Spirit is not God.” Honor is given to the system instead of God.
5.   The workers claim to be penniless.  Yet the head workers have large sums of money in secret accounts, sometimes under the names of trusted elders, Head workers do not share their money equitably among other workers.  They do not adequately provide for the needs of elderly or ailing workers.  They are not charitable to needy professing people. 
6. Jesus never forbid the ministry to marry or said that believers must only meet in homes. The workers are not always celibate.  The demand for an unmarried ministry is dangerous and unbiblical.
7. Jesus is the only Way; not the workers or their system. The workers aren’t dispensers of the Holy Spirit. They do not evangelize; they proselytize. 
8.  William Irvine and those who followed him changed the definitions of important Biblical words and concepts. They allegorize scripture, twisting its meaning, calling it “spiritual.” 
9. Information control, ignorance, guilt, deception, parental control, spiritual abuse and peer pressure keep people in bondage to the system.
10.  God will judge all mankind by His Laws, the Ten Commandments, not by the unwritten rules of workers.
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The workers claim that their fellowship originated on the shores of Galilee when the Jewish disciples were sent out two by two.  They say that their church has no name and no founder but Jesus.  Yet, this is not true. It started in Ireland.  They call themselves “the Truth” and “the Way.” They use different names in different countries. Outsiders have given them dozens of names.  The workers, like the Masons are secretive about their doctrines, membership, decisions and activities. They do not give anyone a statement of faith. They evade questions on doctrine. Professing members can be disfellowshipped for disagreeing with doctrines or decisions; yet workers don’t even agree on these topics. Workers explain scripture with allegories, thus keeping everything obscure.  By forbidding people to discuss doctrines the workers keep everyone ignorant of how ignorant they are.
Scripture isn’t applied to daily life because of the Gnostic view: “God isn’t interested in our natural lives. We don’t believe in praying for natural things.” This is harmful to logical thought, morals, emotions and harmful to families. The workers and members call one another “friends” yet they know little about one another, even though they are together at least three times a week. The early workers discouraged people from visiting before and after meetings. 
The workers reject the Christian faith, fellowship and doctrines saying “they are hirelings, of the devil and Babylon.”  William Irvine believed that Isaiah 41:15-16 were his orders to destroy Christianity. Churches were “the mountains” and he was “the threshing sledge” that would destroy the mountains.
The workers believe faith in Jesus, repentance, trust and obedience to Scripture aren’t enough for salvation; members must believe and obey the unwritten rules and statements of the workers without understanding them:  “God gave us minds and then asked us not to use them. Faith is unquestioning obedience.” “Salvation is through death to self and obedience to the workers.  I wouldn’t trust in the Blood of Christ.  It takes more than that. The Spirit comes through us.”
The workers reject the doctrine of the Triune God, Father, Son and Holy Spirit: “The word Trinity isn’t in the Bible.  Only the Father is God.” The workers reject the Holy Spirit as God: “The Spirit is a force, or energy, not God. What difference does it make whether the Spirit is a person or not?” The workers reject worship of Jesus Christ as the Creator/Savior: “Jesus was simply a man, the Son of God, our elder brother. He received the Christ Spirit because of his willingness to suffer and die.  We do not worship Jesus Christ. Self-denial is what brings eternal life.”
Ten Things that 

God Wants You to Know

1.  You must be born again.  John 3:3 “Except a man be born again, he cannot see the kingdom of God.”

You have broken the Laws of God, and are under the wrath of God.  The Ten Commandments are the abbreviated laws the entire world will be judged by. The entire Bible explains God’s laws in greater detail. Galatians 3:24 says, “Wherefore the law was our schoolmaster to bring us to Christ, that we might be justified by faith.” The Law shows our need of a Savior. We can never keep them perfectly because we are judged inwardly and outwardly. We can never boast of our own perfection.
2. You can be born again when your eyes are opened to see and believe Who Jesus Christ is, (John 1:1-4) and appreciate what He has done for you. (God’s Grace reveals it.) Jesus Christ is God in the flesh. He paid the penalty of your sins and received the wrath of God intended for you on His own body.  John 1:29 You are born again when you recognize and admit you are a sinner; repentance is real change; decreasing sin in your life. Acts 2:38; 3:19; Acts 17:30
3. You can know that you have been born again. 

1 John 5:13 “These things have I written unto you that believe on the name of the Son of God; that you may know that you have eternal life, and that you may believe on the name of the Son of God.” Romans 8:16
You will know you have been born again because of the fruit of the Holy Spirit, love, joy and peace, etc.  Life has meaning.  You will understand the war between good and evil: God and satan.  You will be energized by and indwelt by the Holy Spirit to serve God and obey Him. You will have courage to verbalize your love for Jesus Christ and allegiance to Him.
4.  Being born again brings change to your thought life.  

Ephesians 1:13 “In whom ye also trusted, after that ye heard the word of truth, the gospel of your salvation: in whom also after that you believed, ye were sealed with that Holy Spirit of promise.” The life of Christ becomes visible in someone who has been born again.  Matthew 7:16 You will love Jesus and others, saved or unsaved; love will be seen in how you treat others. I John 4:7-8; James 2:26-27; John 15:8-14
5. Born again believers have fellowship and worship Jesus with other believers. You will not be ashamed to say “Praise God, Halleluiah to the King of Kings!”  Worship gives great joy to a believer. 1 John 1:7; Philippians 2:9-11; Eph. 5:19
6. A person who has been born again has a spirit of prayer all day long.  The Holy Spirit within you is praying. You will see prayers answered. John 14:13-14;
1 Thessalonians 5:17
7. A person who has been born again has a strong hunger to know Christ and the Word of God.  Interest in other things begins to fade. Matthew 5:6; 1 Pet. 2:2
8. A person who has been born again will suffer rejection and adversity from those who do not believe in Jesus. Instead of being a discouragement, this is a source of joy. John 16:33; 15:10-14; Luke 21:17
9. A person who has been born again has victory over many temptations and sin.  1 Cor. 15:57 You will not be perfect, but Christ is your perfection.
10.  A person who has been born again waits with joy and expectancy for the return of the Lord Jesus.  Luke 21:28; Revelation 22:20 If you have been born again, your eternal life cannot be taken from you.
