Submission to the Workers
Anyone who objects to the super-authority of the workers is accused of not being willing.  By elevating the workers to the position of Christ, claiming to be “Jesus Christ come again in the flesh” they are idolatrous.  By discouraging people from worshipping God with their contempt for Christian praise and worship they have disobeyed God’s command to worship, glorify and honor Him.

By neglecting to teach the creation story they have denied the glory of God.  They prefer to have people praise the workers and their Way in each testimony meeting.  Romans 1:21-26 says, “although they knew God, they did not glorify Him as God, nor were thankful, but became futile in their thoughts and their foolish hearts were darkened.  Professing to be wise, they became fools…. Therefore God also gave them up to uncleanness in the lusts of their hearts to dishonor their bodies among themselves.”

William Irvine put great emphasis on appearing poor and pious.  This is why he and his followers were known as “the Tramps.”  When William Irvine’s eccentricities, immoral behavior and verbal abuse became intolerable; his followers put him out of “the fellowship” and pretended that he never existed.  Even though they rejected him, they continued to follow his belief system.  The brother workers removed themselves from the Tramp dress code but they still require the women to dress unattractively.  The women’s austere appearance is the group’s disguise.  By appearing to be super strict, they give the impression that they are strict about everything.  They are not.  
William Irvine’s enemy was not sin, death or hell; it was Christianity, church buildings, education and outsiders.  Therefore, his followers don’t realize that sin has not been repented.  Scandals, immorality, dishonesty, lies, pedophilia, homosexuality, pornography, gambling, alcoholism, financial fraud and illegal business transactions are frequent problems.  There are marital and emotional problems as well.  The workers follow William Irvine’s admonition to diligently hide sin. “All who are to be the Woman Body will find God has been dealing with them to cleanse them, not from sin or sins, but from something much worse—even to leavening power of Phariseeism, which all men suffer from and which brings only the curse and trouble of all kinds”. (Phariseeism was one of Irvine’s code words for Christianity)  The workers believe the way to evangelize is through their “example” of old fashioned hairstyles, dresses and pleasant mannerisms.  So the unattractive appearance is imperative.  The workers have required their followers to remain aloof, mysterious and unattractive to surrounding society.  They emphasize the “standards of the Kingdom,” their code words for the unwritten appearance rules and rules against mingling with society. 

The workers’ asceticism is parasitical, without substantiation in scripture.  They do not reach out to the needy. Christ commanded his followers to reach out to widows and orphans, to feed the hungry.  They disobey God’s commands to care for our neighbors, to love our enemies, by warning people to shun and hate the world.
They have failed to worship God, refused to trust in Christ’s blood, failed to teach the Holy Scripture, failed to teach what scriptures say about money, failed at evangelism, failed to preach the true gospel, failed to encourage healthy Christian family life.
They claim they alone have “the Spirit.”  But the workers teach that the Spirit is not God.  So what do they have?  Nothing.  They have not honored Jesus or the Holy Spirit as Creator, therefore they do not honor the Father.  Their God is not the God of the Bible
The only thing man can trust is God’s Word, the Holy Scriptures. Jesus warned us against false teachers, false apostles and deceitful workers.  False religious systems hold people in bondage to lies by twisting and perverting God’s Word and Grace.  Any religion that teaches that salvation is obtained by human effort or merit, or fellowship with a certain group is nullifying the grace of God.  False teachers and deceitful workers use intimidation, peer pressure and fear of hell to keep people from asking questions or looking for more information.  The workers are trained in methodology, not theology. They act naïve when confronted with theological terminology.  The workers excommunicate anyone who persists in asking doctrinal, scriptural questions, or about William Irvine.  They excommunicate people who object to the excommunication of others. 

The workers are ignorant of the scripture because it has been redefined and misrepresented by William Irvine’s clichés.  They are used and victimized by older workers who know the truth about the group’s background and beliefs.  Pray for these people to have their eyes opened to the truth of scripture and the truth of their own beliefs and history. Workers who leave the work have no support network, no way to provide for themselves, no career training.  They are at emotional risk, financial risk and are sometimes rejected by their own families. Many are afraid, confused and financially destitute. They need your help, kindness and prayers.  They need to know the truth about God and His Word.
Beware of these people.  This fellowship is dangerous to one’s spiritual life, eternal life, faith in God, understanding of scripture, family life and mental health.  This fellowship uses strong mind control techniques in order to keep people captive and useful to their purposes.  This ministry is secretive and parasitical instead of honest and generous.
The Bible Says

God is the Creator. Elohim is a plural (meaning three or more) Hebrew word for God.  God is triune: Father, Son and Holy Spirit. Jesus is called Almighty God, eternal Father, Saviour, the Word, wonderful Counselor, Prince of Peace, Alpha and Omega, etc. Gen. 1:1 Isaiah  9:6; John 1:1-8. Many scriptures verify this identity.
 Worship God: Father, Son and Holy Spirit.  Hebrews 1:6-12; Rev. 4:10; 14:7; Acts 5:3-4 Jesus Christ is the Creator and Savior whom the whole universe is to worship.  Colossians 1:15-18

Sin came to us through Adam. Gen. 3; Rom.5:12-21; Col. 2:13

All humanity is condemned to hell because they have broken God’s Laws.  See 10 commandments Deut. 5 and Sermon on the Mount Matt. 5. Salvation is through faith in Christ alone.  Acts 4:12; John 3:16. Man is saved by faith in the sacrifice of Christ not by following rules, self-denial, works, circumcision, clothing styles or appearances, by being in fellowship with certain people or by meeting in certain places. Galatians 1:8; 3:1-3; 5:1; Eph. 2:8-9

All who rely on anything else than faith in Jesus, the Son of God are under a curse.  Galatians 3:10

Every believer is responsible to share the gospel and draw others to faith in Christ. Acts 2:21; 18:24-26; I Peter 3:15-16; John 17:18 The gospel is John 3:16.  All who believe in Jesus are saved.
Salvation occurs at the moment one believes in the sacrifice of Jesus Christ and repents of his sin against God.  Acts 20:21; Ephesians 1:13

Christ is the Door to the Father, there is no other. Hebrews 7:25; John 14:6

Christ is the foundation of the Faith.  Colossians 1:18

Only the Blood of Jesus purifies sin. Hebrews 1:3; Colossians 1:22
You can know that you have eternal life.  John 10:27-30; I John 5:13

The sacrifice of Jesus is finished.  John 19:30

Sin is why Jesus came to earth to pay the price we could not pay.
Give to the poor and needy, widows, orphans, heal the sick, help your Christian brothers, love your enemies, preach the gospel to the whole world. Worship God. Glorify God with good works.  Salvation is free but rewards depend on our works. Real faith produces good works; different tasks for different members.  Proverbs 28:27; Eph. 4:28; Luke 10:30; James 1:27; 2:17; Heb. 11
The Workers Say

The Trinity is a Catholic doctrine.  Only the Father is God.  Jesus is just a man with the Christ Spirit.  The Holy Spirit is not God, it is an energy force from God.  The Holy Spirit has borders.  It is like a dove and can be frightened away. We don’t worship the Holy Spirit. We don’t worship Jesus.  He is our example minister.
“Praise God” and “Hallelujah” are empty words and a big show.    

We aren’t saved by what we believe.  We are saved because we have the Spirit.  We receive the Spirit through the workers. This is salvation; being able to master ourselves.  The gospel is the homeless ministry and the meeting in the home. The workers are finishing the work of Christ.

Christ’s blood only applies to those who are following the workers, Christ’s example.  It is the life that saves, not the blood.  If it was Christ’s blood that saved us, He could have died when He was a baby.  He spent 33 years showing us what is acceptable to God.
The blood of Christ is the ministry and the church in the home.  We must be born again every day.  We have done away with buildings, tithing and hireling ministers.  Only the workers can give salvation to others.  We aren’t just saved by Christ’s redemption. It takes more than that! We must present our bodies as a living sacrifice.  Our bodies must be perfect to be acceptable. We are never safe until we have finished our journey with Christ; we must be faithful until death.
The Ministry of the Apostles (the workers) is the foundation of the church. Forgiveness is only given to those who obey God by coming to the meetings, supporting His true ministers and living according to His Standards
 We can’t know if we are saved until we die, because we could “lose out” at any time. People lose out by missing meetings, disobeying the workers or through divorce.
We do not believe in original sin.  Sin isn’t as bad as “false religion.”  Sin is of the flesh, “false religion” (their code word for Christianity) is of Satan.  Anyone can obey the 10 commandments!
We don’t want a loaves and fishes ministry! That will only produce false followers.  Charity means love, not giving away money.  We don’t want to get caught up in the cares of the natural world.
Stop Being Deceived

Deceived people aren’t aware they are deceived. What is your source for truth?  Scripture says to beware of false apostles, false teachers, deceitful workers, deceiving spirits, and false Christs.  God’s Word is Truth and Jesus is the Truth and the Way and the Life.  The Way is not a church or method.  The workers “truth” is a lie. Study what scripture says about false teachers.  Jude; Deut. 13:1; I Tim. 4:1-2; Titus 1:15; 2 Pet. 2:1; 2”2; I John 2”7; 2 John 7-8; I John 4:1.

Whom do you trust?  Jesus Christ and the Bible or the workers?

The workers don’t worship God.  They just talk about worship but don’t do it.  They don’t worship Jesus Christ.  Do you?  How and when do you worship Him?  Have you verbally and literally repented of your sins?   Have you been born again?  Do you understand the Bible?  Are you allowed to think for yourself or to ask any question and actually get a real answer?

Do you realize that the workers’ teachings are not based in scripture but in the prejudices of one scripturally ignorant man from a small village in Ireland?  He passed judgment on the entire world in 1897 and said anyone who didn’t follow him was lost.  Twenty years later his followers rejected him but continued to follow and teach his ideas and prejudices.

Stop blindly following the blind and do some research. God commands us to study His Word and not to be deceived.  He does not punish anyone for trying to understand His Word. The workers use mind control techniques to keep their followers ignorant.  The head workers’ lifestyle depends on those who attend their meetings.  The headworkers have money which they do not share equitably among the other workers. Stop!  Look!  Listen!  Compare their words to scripture.  Beware of those who prey upon widows, children, and foolish women.

When William Irvine rejected the Christian faith, its doctrines, its fellowship and friendship with other Christians, he twisted God’s Word into a terrible lie.  The workers who followed him perpetuated the lie.  Professing people misunderstand the truth of scripture because they still believe Irvine’s lies, fables, prejudices, clichés and false definitions of Biblical words, even though many of them have never heard of William Irvine.

Irvine and the people who followed him overruled the authority of scripture by claiming to receive “continuing revelation.”  They claimed they didn’t need to study to understand scripture as “the Spirit” spoke directly through them because they had given up their possessions, families and homes in order to preach as the apostles did.  They rejected the literal use of scripture for an allegorical use which they called “spiritual.”

Their claim has no validation in scripture.  Therefore, it is imperative that they confuse scriptural truth.  They forbid people access to Christian information by saying it is “poison” or “of the devil.”  But they don’t forbid information written by atheists or New Agers. They accuse Christians of following Satan because they meet in churches rather than in homes.  

The workers have said, “The workers’ words give life to the scripture.”  “Scripture is not the living Word of God until spoken by a worker.” Truth is what they say it is.  They instill distrust in scripture and transfer people’s trust to themselves.  They twist scripture by redefining Biblical words.  They frighten people from examining their doctrine with scary stories about what happens to people who question or distrust the workers.
