Who do you believe God is?
  Is He a god of your own making?

Buddhists believe there is no God, yet Buddhism is a search for God by denying self
Muslims believe Allah is God; there is no possibility that God could have a son.  Allah is a God of Justice and Mercy. His mercy is in sending prophets to proclaim his laws and death to those who reject them.
Hindus believe there are millions of gods; Chief of which is Shiva, a fierce wrathful god and Vishnu who incarnates himself as avatars; spirit guides.  Krishna is an impetuous, violent, erotic god. Brahman is seen by many as a personal loving god.  Hindu gods are amoral.
New Agers believe they are gods
Mormons believe they are embryo gods
Two by Twos believe only the Father is God Jesus is not God, the Holy Spirit is not God –Antitrinitarian
The Holy Scriptures describe God as Holy, Righteous, Loving, Eternal and Triune—Father, Son and Holy Spirit.  Each person of the Godhead is in essence, fully God with different roles. 
The doctrine of the Trinity is essential: 
1. For the atonement to be possible. If Jesus was just a created being, He could not have paid the infinite penalty for the sins of the world. 2. If Jesus had not been fully man, he could not have died.  3. If Jesus were not the eternal God we could not trust Him, live in Him or worship Him as scripture commands. 4. Because scripture says Jesus is the Creator, the Holy Spirit is Creator and the Father is Creator 5. Because the scripture asserts the eternal love and genuine fellowship of the three persons before creation. 6. Because the unity, diversity and eternity of the universe would not be possible without the eternal perfection, plurality, purity, righteousness and unity in God Himself. The doctrine of the Trinity is at the heart of the scripture, the Christian faith and all other biblical doctrines. 
What do you believe about afterlife?

Buddhists believe heaven is “Nirvana,” a return to “the void” or nothingness

Muslims believe in Paradise with as many women and as much riches as they want
Hindus believe the goal is Moksha or self-realization; to realize that one is God and escape the endless round of birth, death and rebirth:  suffering on earth
New Agers’ goal is total freedom; they want no rules, no laws to hinder sexuality and pleasure 
Mormons believe that heaven is a new planet inhabited with as many women and offspring as possible. 
Two by Twos believe The Way to reach heaven is to become like Christ by submitting to the unmarried preachers without a home, their unwritten rules and attend meetings in the home
Holy Scripture says the Kingdom of Heaven will be a perfectly new heaven and new earth ruled by Jesus Christ; no pain, no crying, no sin, no death. 

What is sin?
Buddhists believe ignorance rather than sin prevents people from reaching Nirvana.
Muslims present a straight path of clear cut duties and commands. There is no mercy now or in the hereafter for those who reject Allah.
Hindus believe they must renounce the fruits of their labors and reality as the supreme law of morality: asceticism.
New Agers believe there is no sin 
Mormons believe sin is not believing Joseph Smith is the true Prophet. 
The Two by Twos believe sin is not believing the workers are the only True Ministers of the One True Church. Questioning, disobeying or disagreeing with the authority or decisions of the Overseer will lead to expulsion.
Holy Scriptures say sin is disobedience to the Law of God as defined in scripture and the 10 Commandments. Man is born in sin due to Adam’s sin; ie, “original sin.”
What is the Remedy?

Buddhists believe that they must renounce this world, this life and live as ascetics 
Muslims believe in a do it yourself salvation 
1. They must recite the creed “There is no God but Allah and Muhammad is His Prophet.”

2. Pray 5 times a day, towards Mecca

3. Give money to the poor

4. Fast during the day during the month of Ramadan  

5. Make a pilgrimage to Mecca
Jews and Christians are enemies to be destroyed in order to carry out Allah’s will.

Hindus believe they must appease all the gods, worship their idols, and acquire blessing through contact with Holy men, objects and places 
New Agers believe Spirit Guides will merge with humans to guide them into a higher dimension of life. They practice witchcraft, ancient wisdom of Babylon to usher in the New World Order, One World government and religion on earth. Christians are the enemies of their goals.
Mormons believe they must have sex with as many wives as possible to create children to populate their planets
Two by Twos believe that people must believe in Jesus as the example preacher and the workers, deny self, reject Christian doctrines, reject the world, (outsiders) attend all meetings and conventions.  Salvation can be lost at any moment, it is dependent on the workers’ approval.
Holy Scripture says people must be born again by faith in Jesus Christ, repent of sin, and trust in His Blood sacrifice to pay the penalty for sins.  Salvation is a free gift to those who believe in Jesus.  Rewards in heaven are the payment for good works, loving people and obedience to God’s Word.
Resurrection, annihilation or Reincarnation?

Buddhists believe in reincarnation but strive to escape the cycle of life because:
1.  Life is suffering or dissatisfaction
2. The origin of suffering is craving or grasping

3. The cessation of suffering is possible through the cessation of grasping.

4. The way to cease craving and escape from continual rebirth is by following the Buddhist practice, known as the Noble Eightfold Path

Muslims believe Paradise will provide men with everything they want but most women are unworthy to enter Paradise.
Hindus believe in reincarnation but strive to stop the endless rebirth and suffering via the Four Yogas:
 1. The Way of Knowledge
 2. The Way of Devotion or Love
 3. The Way of Action
 4. The Royal Road
New Agers’ goal is a New World Order on earth; there is no sin, no Satan and no hell. 
Mormons believe each Mormon man will have his own planet with countless wives and children. Mormons do not believe in hell.
The Two by Twos believe their “spiritual” heaven will be just like their fellowship here on earth. Christians are enemies who will go to hell.
The Holy Scripture says Jesus is the Way to be in Heaven with God. Heaven will contain people from every tribe, tongue and nation.
Hell is a place of eternal torment, burning, crying anguish, separated from God forever.
